On Saturday, May 5, the Kiwanis Clubs of Ypsilanti 
and Saline will sponsor the 12th annual "Golden 
Triangle" Meet of Champions. 
 

The meet was originally put together as a meet 
featuring the three Ypsilanti School Districts of 
Ypsilanti Willow Run, Ypsilanti Lincoln, and 
Ypsilanti.  After a few years the meet was expanded 
to include other surrounding schools that were 
interested in competing. This year’s meet will 
feature teams from Ypsilanti, Willow Run, AA 
Huron, AA Gabriel Richard, Chelsea, Dexter, 
Saline, and Belleville.  In past years, teams from 
Milan, AA Greenhills, and Lincoln have attended. 
All of these schools are in a geographical area that 
at one time was known as the "Golden Triangle."   
 

There is a certain philosophy behind this meet.  
There are no team scores kept.  The reason is to 
build in a relaxed meet during the middle of the 
season where coaches and athletes from 
surrounding districts can attempt to accomplish 
certain team and individual goals without the 
pressure of having to produce a team score.  Many 
coaches use this meet as a reward for their athletes 
who have worked hard all season and as a chance 
for athletes to garner additional qualifying 
performances for the Regional competition which is 
two weeks after this meet.  This meet also offers 
more opportunities than most for athletes to 
compete.   
 

The awards given to athletes at this meet are better 
than most!  That is due in part to the kind 
contributions of the local Kiwanis Clubs who 
donate money they earn from working at the meet 
to help defer the costs of the awards.  The past two 
years, the two Kiwanis clubs have given $1,000 to 
help pay for these awards. Ask any Track Athlete in 
Washtenaw County that has earned awards at this 
meet ---- they are the best they receive and the meet 
is always one of the highlights of the season.
