


Responsibilities of a trip member








You are responsible for your own safety.


Attend pre-trip meetings and ask questions. If unable to attend, contact the trip leader.


Obtain directions to the destination and obtain a map of the ski site.


Know your limits. Seek out lessons to improve your skills--some of the club members offer free lessons. 


Check your ski equipment. Be sure it is in good condition and is appropriate for the type of skiing you intend to do.


Dress smart. Plan for any possible weather conditions. Avoid cotton and dress in layers. WSTC has information on how to avoid and treat hypothermia.


Wear a fanny pack. Always carry water, extra gloves, whistle, compass, wind shirt, trail map and small first aid kit. Off trail skiers and skiers in remote or unfamiliar areas should also pack food, space blanket, flashlight, lighter and a small knife.


Be informed of weather conditions and be prepared for sudden changes.


Many trips have choices of ski trails. Commit to a trail system and inform the trip leader where you intend to ski. Give an expected return time. Check in with trip leader when you return.


BEFORE you begin to ski consult your map and compass. Orient yourself to the starting location.


Avoid skiing alone. Find a companion of similar ability. Stick together--allow time for slower skiers in your group to catch up.

10 Commandments of Carpooling�PRIVATE ��








Carpooling is a luxury and a bit of luck--not a right.


Offering your car for carpooling will reserve a spot for you in heaven.


Offer to divide expenses.


Be on time--the driver has the right to leave without you if you aren't.

The radio is a communal decision. The driver has the final say. Be flexible.


Offer your driving skills.


Leave mud and snow outside the car--remember: What happens up North stays up North!

Carpools are arranged by the trip members and are not a concern of the trip coordinator or officers. Ask trip leader to introduce you to people who are carpooling.
